DOH is pleased to announce an additional $3 million in capital funds is available to improve emergency shelter infrastructure.  The intent of the funding is to provide emergency shelters the necessary funds to make emergency shelters compliant with fair housing, specifically as it relates to providing safe space for transgendered individuals, youth, and families of all compositions.  Although DOH prioritizes applications that specifically address these needs, applications for general building repairs will also be considered.
